The
goal of the 2009 fundraiser is to purchase 24 new kayaks to replace the current ones and expand the
fleet.

Kayaking has long been one of the most popular classes and cabin activities at Camp Abnaki. Increasing
the number of kayaks will allow more classes to be taught and more cabins to explore the Gut together.
The magic number for this year's kayak campaign is 24 boats. We have secured a great price, which will
allow us to purchase each boat for $250 dollars each. Any additional funds beyond the purchase of these
new kayaks will be used for new paddles, life preservers, and racks to store the boats. The boats at camp
have served their purpose well, but after more than a decade of being capsized and dragged up and down
the rocky shores of Lake Champlain, it is time for them to be replaced.

Along with the Kayak campaign, the Abnaki Alumni Association will also be fundraising for another
exciting waterfront project. The newest project is a floating rope swing. Anything above and beyond our
goal for replacing the kayaks will go towards the construction of the floating rope swing. Tentative plans
of the rope swing have been attached.
